ON APPROVING THE CHARTER AND INDIVIDUAL COMPOSITION OF THE NATIONAL ROAD SAFETY COUNCIL OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA. 
According to subpoint 2 of 121 item of the order approved by Clause 1 of the Decree N 174-N of the President of the Republic of Armenia dated July 18, 2007 and based on the Clause 1 of 2009 Schedule for Road Safety Improvement Measures for Armenia and Yerevan approved by subpoint 2 of the Article 1 of the Decree N 995-N of the Government of the Republic of Armenia dated August 13, 2009:

1. To establish a National Road Safety Council of the Republic of Armenia.
2. To approve:

1) The Charter of the National Road Safety Council of the Republic of Armenia according to Appendix 1.

2) The Individual Composition of the National Road Safety Council of the Republic of Armenia, according to Appendix 2.
3. To recognize ineffective the Decree N 370 of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Armenia “On Establishing Interdepartmental Commission for Road Safety of the Republic of Armenia“ dated May 16, 2001.

C H A R T E R
NATIONAL ROAD SAFETY COUNCIL OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. The National Road Safety Council of the Republic of Armenia (hereinafter “Council”) is the consultation entity in road safety sphere which discusses and submits proposals to the Government of the Republic of Armenia on implementing national road safety strategy for Armenia and Yerevan and other related issues. 
2. The Council shall function in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Armenia and this Charter. The Council has its letterhead paper.
II. PURPOSES AND OBJECTIVES OF THE COUNCIL
3. The purpose of the Council is to support the implementation of the National Road Safety Strategy for Armenia and Yerevan.
4. The objectives of the Council are as follows:

1) development of proposals relating to the implementation of the national road safety strategy for Armenia and Yerevan,

2) development of proposals to regulate relations arising in the road safety sphere of Armenia,
3) development of proposals on improving traffic organization and legal regulation of road safety,
4) development of proposals on the amount and ways of financing of the activities  envisaged by the Action plan for the National Road Safety Strategy for Armenia and Yerevan,

5) development of proposals relating to the authorities of government institutions and local self-government entities in traffic organization and road safety, and to the rights and responsibilities of the road users,
6) development of proposals on the measures carried out to reduce road safety risks, particularly prevent collisions, its severity and consequences, and submission of these proposals to the RA Government’s consideration. 
5. According to the objectives set forth, the Council shall:
1) support the implementation of the activities envisaged by the Action plan for the National Road Safety Strategy for Armenia and Yerevan (hereinafter “Action Plan”), review them periodically and make recommendations to review as necessary,
2) discuss funding means per year of the activities envisaged by the Action plan,
3) approve the working plans of the Secretariat composed to organize the works of the Council,
4) approve the core functions of working groups established to carry out the activities envisaged by the Action plan (hereinafter “working groups”), define the objectives and control their work,
5)  make proposals on evaluation criteria of the results of activities envisaged by the Action plan, preliminarily discuss the reports on the activities envisaged by the Action plan presented by the responsible entities and submit comments on the latter to the Government of the Republic of Armenia,
6) discuss analysis on the situation of traffic organization and road safety and submit relevant comments to the Government of the Republic of Armenia,

7) discuss draft legislative acts, standards, technical regulations and other legal acts on road safety issues,
8) organize interdepartmental scientific conferences, consultations and workshops on road safety issues,

9) support the organizations dealing with road safety issues,

10) submit progress report to the Government of the Republic of Armenia once in a year.
III. COMPOSITION OF THE COUNCIL AND WORKS ORGANIZATION

6. The Chairman of the Council is the Prime Minister of the Republic of Armenia.

7. The Council will comprise of the representatives of government institutions and NGOs dealing with road safety, and the Mayor of Yerevan (with consent). The member of the Council shall fulfill his authorities on public basis. 
8. Organization of works of the Council, the activities of the Working groups will be coordinated by the Secretariat of the Council which is led by the Head of Secretariat. To carry out the activities of the Secretariat of the Council effectively and efficiently, and practically as far as possible, its functions retain to the “National Road Safety Council” NGO. The functions of the Head of Secretariat shall reserve to the Executive Director of the organization based on signed free of charge Service Contract. The authorized person signing free of charge Service Contract with the organization is the Minister of Transport and Communication of the Republic of Armenia who is carrying out supervision and overall coordination over the works of the Secretariat of the Council. 
9. The Secretariat of the Council shall:
1) prepare the agendas of the Council,

2) record and prepare minutes of meetings of the Council,

3) give written notice to the members of the Council at least 5 day before the meeting of the Council stating in the notice the date, venue, hour and agenda of the meeting,

4) coordinate the activities of the working groups and ensure their regular meetings (not less than once in 2 months),

5) carry out other functions targeted at providing the effectiveness of the activities of the Council.
10. The Head of Secretariat of the Council shall:
1) represent the Council in relationships with government agencies and local self-government entities, international and other organizations during the time period between the meetings of the Council,
2) carry out other functions targeted at providing the effectiveness of the activities of the Council with authorization of the Council or the Chairman of the Council.
11. The Council carries out its activities through meetings. The meetings of the Council are valid if more than half of the members are present. The meetings are held regularly by the Chairman of the Council, but not less than once in six months. The extraordinary meetings can be called by the Chairman at the request of 1/3 of the members of the Council within 7 days after the submission of the request. The Council meetings can be held also via inquiry using email or other means of communication.
12. The simple majority of votes consider any approval of the Council valid.  In the case of a tie, the Chairman's vote is deciding.
13.  The public and territorial administration agencies, the local self-government entities shall provide the Secretariat of the Council with relevant documents, materials, and other support for proper implementation of the functions of the Secretariat of the Council.

14.  The member of the Council who disagree with the decision of the Council shall present his written opinion which is attached to the decision and recorded in the minutes of the meeting.
15. The meetings of the Council are recording in the prescribed order. The minutes are prepared within 5 days after the meeting is over, in two copies signed by the Chairman of the Council.

16. The Secretary of the Council shall carry out the functions of preparing the materials for the meeting of the Council, the minutes of meetings and numbering the decisions made by the Council. 

IV. THE CHAIRMAN OF THE COUNCIL

17. The Chairman of the Council shall:

1) call and chair the meetings. In case of absence of the Chairman, one of the members of the Council shall chair the meeting on the Chairman’s instructions, 

2) supervise  the fulfillment of the decisions made and is responsible for implementation of the objectives of the Council,
3) assign the responsibilities between the members of the Council and give instructions related to the work of the Council,

4) decide the date of calling meetings of the Council.
V. THE MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL

18.    The members of the Council shall:

1) participate in the meetings, and development and implementation of working plans of the working groups and the Council,
2) submit issues to the discussion of the Council,
3) make proposals on the activities of the Council and the issues included in the agenda of meeting,
4) within the scope of their capacity, present oral or written conclusions on the issues raised during the discussions.

VI. TERMINATION OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCIL
19.  The activities of the Council can be terminated by the Decree of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Armenia.
